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Liverpool Cathedral Information

The largest Anglican Cathedral in Britain and one of the great buildings of the twentieth century. The massive tower stands over the city as a symbol of faith in God amidst the bustle of the modern world. 
The Cathedral abounds in superlatives: highest gothic arches, largest organ, heaviest ring of bells but the grandeur is balanced by a great sense of welcome and peace. The whole Cathedral is used imaginatively for many purposes - worship, concerts, exhibitions, recitals, displays. 

History
1901 - Decision made to build a great Cathedral for the recently formed Diocese of Liverpool. Giles Gilbert, twenty two years old, won the competition to be the architect.

1904 - Foundation stone laid by King Edward VII 
1910 - lady Chapel completed and used for worship.
1924 - High Altar, Chancel and the Eastern Transepts were consecrated. They formed the first section of the main cathedral, built to erve a city and a world changed by the horrors of the world war I.

The young architect then changed his mind over the design, leaving plans for two towers, choosing instead for one massive tower over a wonderfully wide central space.
1941 – Completed second phase of the Cathedral under the tower used for the irst time.

During World War 2 (1939-1945) work continued slowly, and and in a city where many buildings were severaly damaged by bombs, the Cathedral escaped  completely unexpected. 

1978 – Queen Elizabeth II attended the dedication of the west end of the Cathedral. The building now was completed!
